Museum entry is just £18 for adults in advance or £21 on the day, £16 for concessions in advance or £19 on
the day, £9 for children (5-16 years) in advance or £10 on the day and under 5s are FREE. There is also the
option to Gift Aid or donate your entry fee and receive an Annual Pass in return at no extra cost. Prices vary
on Annual Pass Exempt Days.
